THE CYCLING CHALLENGE

Kapiti Cycling Inc., affiliated to Cycling Advocates Network (CAN) with the help of funding from the BikeWise Community Partnership Fund, Kapiti Coast District Council, On Y’r Bike Cycle shop and CycleTech New Zealand, promoted cycling to College Students at Paraparaumu College on the Kapiti Coast in 2006-2007. Two students were gifted a bicycle each with all necessary equipment and safety gear in return they had to log their km and experiences into the KCI’s website. A film, part Documentary and part short film about the promotion was directed and produced by Blindside Productions and KCI jointly. 

The promotion of cycling from one Kapiti Coast town to the next was so successful that several friends of the two students began to join them cycling across the footbridge over the river that divided the two communities. During the 3-months long promotion parents, teachers and other children became keenly involved in the promotion. One of the contestants went to his brother’s primary school to talk about the event and what he had learned. Cycling was brought into focus on the Kapiti Coast for many months. The film gave KCI the opportunity to talk about cycling to many groups.
